Section 1

Scope of application
The fee rates and hourly rates in these Regulations apply to the initial fee, the annual fee and other fees which are
payable to the Treasury pursuant to Regulations of 2 February 1996 No. 115 on collection of fees to the Treasury for
surveys, issue of certificates, etc. carried out pursuant to the Act of 16 February 2007 No. 9 relating to ship safety and
security (Ship Safety and Security Act). The definitions of the same regulations apply correspondingly.

Section 2

Exemptions
1. Where fees pursuant to these Regulations, cf. Regulations of 2 February 1996 No. 115 on collection of fees to the
Treasury for surveys, issue of certificates, etc., are found to be unreasonable in particular cases, the Norwegian
Maritime Authority may determine the fee in each individual case.
